CHEWING HELPS TO CLEAN TEETH

Cause 

The cause of gum disease is the same in cats and 
dogs as it is in people.  

Gum disease is an infection resulting from build-
up of soft dental plaque on the surfaces of the 
teeth around the gums. The bacteria in dental 
plaque irritate the gum tissue if plaque is allowed 
to accumulate, which often leads to infection in 
the bone surrounding the teeth.  

Hard dental tartar (calculus) consists of calcium 
salts from saliva deposited on plaque. Tartar 
starts to form within a few days on a tooth surface 
that is not kept clean, and provides a rough 
surface that enhances further plaque 
accumulation. Once it has begun to grow in 
thickness, tartar is difficult to remove without 
dental instruments.  

Effects  

Bad breath is the most common effect noted by 
owners. However, this is often only the tip of the 
iceberg. 

The gums become irritated, leading to bleeding 
and oral pain, and your cat or dog may lose its 
appetite or drop food from its mouth while eating. 
-The roots may become so severely affected that 
some teeth become loose and fall out.  -Bacteria 
surrounding the roots gain access to the blood 
stream ("bacteremia"). Studies have shown that 
dogs with severe periodontal disease have more 
severe microscopic damage in their kidneys, heart 
muscle and liver than do dogs with less severe 
periodontal disease. 

Management  

The key to management of gum disease (for 
humans or pets!) is prevention. As long as the 
surfaces of the teeth are cleaned frequently, the 
gums will stay healthy. 

Excellent oral health is maintained by daily oral 
hygiene. The gold standard is brushing. Daily 
chewing activities can also be effective in 
maintaining oral health.

Numerous factors play a role in the 
formation of plaque, tartar, and the 
development of periodontal disease. These 
include:  

·  Age and general health status  
·  Diet and chewing behavior  
·  Breed, genetics, and tooth alignment  
·  Grooming habits  
·  Home care  
·  Mouth environment

and safety of 
our dogs. We live with the dogs as a family group; 
sharing our home so 
they learn to be a FAMILY companion. Turtle Gardens is 
a family 
operated group home who specializes in stray/feral dogs 
from First 
Nation Communities and Municipal Pounds. Most of our 
dogs are first 
and second generation strays – they have never been in 
a building let 
alone a home. First we help them become dogs to heal 
their “inner 
puppy” and develop a relationship of mutual respect with 
lots of TLC. 
We teach them with positive reinforcement to learn how 
to learn. We 
give them the skills needed to adapt to city life where 
doggie social 
skills are so important in day to day living. 90% of our 
dogs are 
internet adoptions – there just isn’t enough population in 
the north 
to find families for so many dogs. All of our dogs are vet 
checked, 
vaccinated, wormed and spayed or neutered. Turtle 
Gardens is 
continuing our renovations and upgrading our fencing. 
Turtle Gardens is situated on 27 acres of woodland and 
hills.
