Controlling parasites is a reliable way of ensuring loatr pet lives a healthy life. Parasite
infections are common and can be easily transmitteitielmost serious cases, parasites can
cause life threatening illnesses or even death.

Parasite control is also an important part of keegiegoeople in your household healthy. While
extremely rarely in Canada, some parasites of pets caarismnitted to people. In some cases,
the consequences of infection can include serious illness.

2. What are some of the most common parasites affecting pets?

. Are there some areas in Canada that are more risky than othe?s

Data and experience show that some parasites are moreooamsome parts of Canada than
others. For example, heartworm which is spread by mosqustmesre common in southern
areas of Ontario, Manitoba, and Quebec where thengralbably more mosquitoes and the
summer temperatures necessary for the parasite to derecurvive in the infected
mosquitoes.

If you live in a community where there is a lot of wifdl|iyour pet may be at risk for other
parasites. Wild animals such as rabbits and rodentsazay parasites such as roundworms that
E" can be transmitted to your pet.

One of the easiest things you can do is use preventive tregatprescribed by Dr. Greenberg
during times of the year when your pet is most at risp&oasite infection.

Keep pets away from wildlife (e.g., raccoons, coyotedrds) and stray animals. o

-" Therefore, CPEP recommends that most pets in Canadaesdyprotection for six months a
year, usually from spring to fall. Although in the lower maird we are at risk all year round
our temperature rarely is below freezing long enough tahelparasites here. y

} Talk to Dr. Greenberg about what is right for your g&tl remember to bring your pet to the *
clinic for at least an annual check up so that Dr. @yery can assess your pet’s parasite risk and
conduct regular tests.

7. What human health problems are associated with parasites?
